Leave the M1 at Junction 21A and join the A46
towards Newark. Continue on the A46 to Newark,
on approaching the roundabout junction with the
B6166 take the first exit still on the A46.

Continue on the A1 to the Newark junction with the A46.
Join the A46 towards Nottingham, at the roundabout
take the third exit onto the A617 towards Mansfield and

Southwell. Turn left onto the A612 signposted Southwell.

On approaching Southwell turn left onto Racecourse
Lane and drive for 2 miles.
