This film touches on the importance of
protecting our natural environment but also
on what it’s like to be a refugee from a land
you love but isn't safe. Not everyone is
welcoming to our family of rats along the
way but kindness saves the day in the end.

She finds solace in the bright
lights of the video arcade playing Dance
Dance Revolution with her best friend Kat.
Relying on her imagination to escape reality,
she trails off into elaborate fantasy sequences
that provide much amusement for the viewer.

With moments of genuine tenderness,
Aurélie's calamitous journey to adulthood
is anything but alien, but will ring true with
many. Creative, funny and meaningful, this
film is the cinematic little sister of Amelie,
with a touch of Bridget Jones.

Hana Brady was just a little girl when she and
her brother, George, were singled out as Jews
and sent away from home by the Nazis. Fast

forward 70 years to a classroom in Japan, where
pupils are doing a project on bullying. A suitcase
arrives from the Holocaust Museum in Germany

and the pupils and their teacher begin to
unravel Hana’s tragic story and her brother’s
more hopeful one. Blending documentary,
archive and reconstructions, this moving film

deals with the difficult subject of the Holocaust,

and a wider theme of tolerance. The film is
narrated by children in Japan, Czech Republic
and Canada, who have all learnt Hana’s story.

The film will be followed by a discussion with
the Scottish Inter Faith Council (SIFC), which
recommends this screening particularly for
those interested in participating in Dundee
Schools Holocaust Memorial Day event.
