Schools would be asked to collect the waste items
to use within the sessions. Available themes include Creating Art, Making Music,
Unique Drama Props and Would You Buy This?. (1hr)

Teacher Training

The Schools Waste Education Officer can also deliver staff inset, enabling teachers to
deliver their own lessons using Waste Management and Sustainable living ideas as a
tool to accessing learning as well as helping to teach students about waste
management issues. The sessions can also be tailored to assist a school in becoming
an Ecoschool.
